HOW DID YOU FIRST GET INTO
THE FREIGHT INDUSTRY?

18 years ago through a friend who
is now my partner; who invited me
to work at the company where he
worked. 3 years later, we decided
to start our own business with a
total of only four staff, including us.
TELL US ABOUT A PROJECT,
SHIPMENT OR ACCOMPLISHMENT
THAT YOU CONSIDER TO BE THE
MOST SIGNIFICANT IN YOUR CAREER?

The first time we visited a gold mine in the USA, 10 years ago, to move
the structure and equipment to a mine in Sonora, Mexico. We did not
know the complexity and magnitude of the project. However, we were
the only company that agreed to carry out the project, which was one

of the largest and most important for our company. The project lasted
just over 18 months, moving an average of 14 trucks (40 feet flat bed) per
day, including Saturdays and Sundays, from the US to Mexico, along with
numerous air shipments. Once the structure of the mine started working,
we made a circuit of trucks (40 feet flat bed) from the City of Hermosillo,
Sonora, to the gold mine (145 kms away). Eight trucks carrying supplies
were circulated daily to the mine for more than three years.
